Characterization Book Report 
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· Read a fiction book.

· Pay very close attention to the main character.

· You will decorate a pumpkin to make it look just like the main character in your book.

· You must make the pumpkin look as much like the main character as possible!

· Have fun!  You may add anything you like to the pumpkin (yarn, buttons, sticks, cotton, other vegetables, hats or other props, etc.)  Use glue or staples.  You may even choose to paint your pumpkin, but do NOT cut the pumpkin.   NO holes may be cut in the pumpkin.  It should NOT be a jack-o-lantern.
· Be creative.

· You will get a speaking grade when you stand up and explain your “pumpkin” character to the class.

· You must tell the class the following things (Write them on an index card):

· Name of character

· Description of what the character looks like

· Description of what the character acts like

· Most important thing the character did in the story

· Would you want to be like him/her? Why or why not

· On Wednesday, October 9, 2013  come to class ready to give your oral report.  

· If you memorized your information from the card you will get extra credit points.  Everyone will take the card with them when presenting to use if needed.

· You will be given a grade on:

·  good posture (10 points)

·  voice level (10 points)
·  eye contact (10 points)
·  pacing (10 points)

· pumpkin accurately depicts character (10 points)

· memorize five pieces of information from above (10 points each)

· On a separate 3x5 index card folded in half – Write the title of the book, author, and the name of the main character. (This is worth 10 points of your grade.)
